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GUIDING PRINCIPLES 
 

·  The guiding principles apply to all new signs related to projects funded 
through the Economic Action Plan. 

 
·  Consistency is extremely important. For this reason, all signs must 

employ the guidelines and design parameters set out in this guide, 
including with respect to colours, fonts, message, and so on. 

 
·  The selection of a sign must be tailored to the size and cost of its 

associated project. For example: a project that has received $10,000 in 
funding should have a sign that is modest in size, as compared to a 
project involving the construction or retrofit of a bridge whose total 
dollar value is in the hundreds of thousands or millions or dollars and 
which would require a more prominent sign to be visible. 

 
·  When deciding upon the size or application of a sign, it is important to 

consider a number of factors such as traffic levels or prominence of the 
location. In such cases, it may be preferable to use a larger or die-cut 
sign.  

 
·  Clear and concise messaging is essential. A sign is not the proper 

medium to provide a detailed description of the project. Text should be 
limited to five words in each official language. Please refer to the 
Suggested Titles section for more information. 

 
·  All signs must respect the Official Languages Act and be bilingual. 

Where applicable, the French language should be used first.

To ensure consistency in the look and feel of signage, and to avoid signs with 
long and technical project names, the following titles are to be used to the extent 
possible for each project sign.

Altering the colour of the identifier is not permitted. The only permissible colour 
combinations are those shown.

Option C: 
48”h x 84”w DIE CUT 10mm coroplast or 1/2” PVC integral foam with Sintra 
maple leaf appliqué. 
Recommended for long-term outdoor use.

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INSTALLATION 
 
Ensure the sign is properly installed in a prominent area and that it does not 
obstruct traffic or cause safety concerns, particularly if it will be located near a 
road. To avoid potential safety issues, ensure that the appropriate provincial and 
municipal authorities are consulted. For projects with multiple funding partners, 
each sign must be have the identical dimensions. 
 
Option A: 
Left half for federal sign, right half for partner’s sign. 
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Option B: 
Separate signs but partner’s sign must have identical dimensions.
